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SAMUEL HENDY, Late of this Parish, Gent. By his Will dated 

Jany. 20 1729, bequeathed the sum of Ã15, being the amount of a 

Rent Charge on Lands belonging to him in the Parish of Bathford, 

and vested in Trustees, - to be by them distributed in the following 

manner, (viz) 

On Good Friday, every year to the Parish Poor in Bread, Ã5. __ 

The remaining Ã10, to poor deserving Clergymen. 

 

But the aforesaid Rent Charge, not having been paid, for more than 
20 years, the Trustees were enabled, with the arrears thus accumu-
lated to purchase Ã1,000, in the 3 per cent, Consolidated Annuities 
and the Interest arising therefrom is annually distributed as above 
agreeably to the Will of the said Saml. Hendy, Gent. 



Mrs. KATHARINE BUNBURY, of Bath. 

Bequeathed the sum of Ã22,12,6. To the Vicar for the poor of this Parish, 
which is invested for their benefit, in the 3 İ percent Annuities 

WILLIAM BRISCOE, of Bathford, Gent. By his Will dated, Oct. 18, 

1797. Gave to the Vicar, and Churchwardens of Bathford Ã100, 3 percent 

Bank Annuities, Upon Trust, to lay out the dividends in Bread, and dis-

tribute the same amongst such needy, and industrious Persons, Parishion-

ers of and residing in Bathford, and not receiving Alms as they should 

think proper, giving preference to those most constant at Church on Sun-

days: The said Testator, directed that one half-part of the Yearly Divi-

dends should be laid out, and the Bread distributed on the 11th day of 

May, Yearly, being the day of his birth, and the other half part, on the an-

niversary day of his decease, which is the 28th day of January. 

 



ELIZABETH CAROLINE BALDWIN of No. 15 Paragon Buildings 

in the city of Bath. Spinster. By her Will dated 21st May 1849 and 

proved at Doctors Commons 16th July 1851. Bequeathed as follows. 

I give the vicar and Churchwardens of the Parish of Bathford near the 

city of Bath, the sum of One Hundred Pounds three and a quarter per-

cents Bank Annuities UPON TRUST. To pay the Interest and Divi-

dends thereof equally amongst the Aged and Sick Persons of the Par-

ish in Small Sums, on the Saturday previous to Christmas Day in eve-

ry year for ever. 

AND ALSO 

To the Churchwardens for the time being of the Parish of Bathford 

aforesaid for the use of the Church there, a Crimson Carpet of the best 
quality to be placed within the Communion Rails. Crimson stuff Cush-
ion to kneel upon outside the Rails, two velvet Cushions of the best 
quality for the Pulpit and Reading Desk, with an appropriate one of 
Cloth for the Clerkôs Desk.
